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In his retro-modernist paintings, with their vibrant colours, Frank Maier (born 1966 in Stuttgart) 

shows us that an artist is capable of creating and reinventing reality in a painting using 
aesthetic means. In his works "Crabs", Maier uses the process of painting to translate the 

concrete reality of the crab into the very different vocabulary of the picture, which has its own 
syntax. His painting explores the balance between surfaces, which are set in relationship to 

one another and connected and superimposed by lines, until they develop a life of their own, 
their own dynamic, which fills the compositions with life. For Frank Maier, a painted picture 
does not show the world per se but is in itself part of that world, incorporated into a larger 
web of relationships. For the artist, a picture creates its own autonomous category, as it 

communicates no more and no less than what it is.  
 
Short biography:  
Born in 1966 in Stuttgart, Frank Maier lives and works in Berlin. Following his studies of 
sculpture at the Staatliche Akademie der Bildenden Künste Karlsruhe from 1989 to 1995 he 
received a graduate residency grant in Vienna awarded by the state of Baden-Württemberg in 
1996. Works by Frank Maier are represented in the following collections, among others:
